npHIS  Volume  contains  the  Registers  of  the  Baptisms,  Marriages,  and 
-'-  Burials  at  the  Church  of  St.  Helen,  Bishops  gate,  London,  from 
1575  to  June  1837.  The  transcript  of  the  original  Registers,  which 
form  this  Volume,  was  made  some  years  ago  by  the  present  Rector,  the 

Rev.  J.  A.  Lumb  Airey,  M.A.  (Camb.),  and  the  whole  of  it  has  been 

carefully  revised,  and  additions  made  from  supplementary  volumes  here- 

after referred  to  as  Register  A*  and  Register  B'^. 
For  full  particulars  of  the  history  of  the  Church  the  reader  is  referred 

to  "The  Annals  of  St.  Helen's,  Bishopsgate,  London."t  The  Church 
was  one  amongst  the  few  churches  which  escaped  destruction  at  the  Great 
Fire  of  London  a.d.  1666. 

The  Registers  are  in  the  custody  of  the  Rector  and  Churchwardens, 
and  are  kept  in  an  iron  safe  in  the  Vestry.  The  earlier  ones  are  in  very 
bad  condition  and  much  decayed. 

Considerable  space  has  been  saved  in  this  Volume  by  adopting  uniformly 

the  initial  letters  "s"  and  "d"  to  indicate  "son"  and  "daughter";  and 

the  repetition  of  the  formulas  "were  baptized"  or  "married"  or  "buried" 
has  also  been  avoided  with  a  similar  result. 

Anything  within  brackets  thus  [  ]  will  of  course  be  understood  as 

explanatory  interpolations  by  the  Editor.

VI  PREFACE. 

The  reader  is  referred  to  the  Addenda  on  pp.  418 — 20  for  the  additions 

to  the  Baptisms  from  Registers  A*  and  B"^,  such  variations  not  being 
observed  until  the  Baptisms  had  gone  to  Press. 

A  comparison  of  the  entries  contained  in  the  parchment  transcript  of 
the  Register  A  (which  is  now  printed  in  Eoman  type)  with  the  additional 

entries  (in  italics)  contained  in  the  original  Paper  Register  A"^,  under  the 
respective  heads  of  Baptisms,  Marriages,  and  Burials,  will  shew  the  great 
value  of  the  original  Paper  Register,  with  its  full  details,  compared  with 
the  meagre  information  contained  in  the  parchment  transcript. 

The  original  Paper  Register  B  has  been  printed,  and  any  additions  or 

variations  from  it  and  the  parchment  transcript  B^  have  been  noted.  It 
is  to  be  especially  observed  how  very  deficient  this  transcript  is  compared 
with  the  original  Paper  Register. 

Register  D  comprises  a  transcript  of  Register  J)*,  and  the  entries  have 
been  compared  with  the  Register  T>^. 

The  other  volumes  do  not  call  for  any  special  remark. 
The  thanks  of  the  Society  are  due  to  the  Rector  and  Churchwardens 

for  the  kind  permission  to  print  these  Registers ;  and  the  best  thanks  of 
the  Society  are  tendered  to  the  Rector,  the  Rev.  J.  A.  Lumb  Airey,  M.A., 

for  the  kind  loan  of  his  transcript,  the  assistance  he  has  rendered,  and 
the  facilities  of  access  that  he  has  at  all  times  so  courteously  afforded  to 
the  Editor.
